WASHINGTON -— (UPD
-- President Nixon, in high
spirits after his inauguration
for a second term, danced
mto the morning hours to-
day with his wife Pat and
female guests al a round ol
inaugural balls in his honor.

It was the first time he
had taken the dance floor at
one of-these quadrennial af-
fairs, the President confided
as he socialized with many
of the people who helped
him win one of the higgest
landslides in histery in No-
vember.

Accompanied by their two
daughters and son-in-law
Edward Cox. the Nixons
went first to an affair at the
Kennedy Center tfor the Per-
forming Arts. then lo a gala
at a historic federal building
a few blocks away.

Next il was on to the three

other events—one a rock
dance for the under-30 con-
tingent of Nixon supporters.
where Nixon invited the
young women to cut in ang
have a dance.

Ten of them did as as it

twrned out five were only 17 .

and oo young to have voted
for him. Nixon said it
showed his party was look-
ing to the future ‘and bhuild-
ing well.”

Nixon, exhibiting an ex-
pansiveness rvarely if ever
seen in public, signed auto-
graphs, chatted with guests
and seemed to take pride in

describing the inaugural ball
as the largest ever. with 30,-
060 guests.

It was an unusual per-
formance for the President.
and marked only the second
time he has danced in public
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since entering the White
House.
Peace Vigil

At the second ball, in the
old Federal Pension Build-
ing at 3rd and G Streets
N.W., about 500 orderly
peace demonstrators gath-
ered outside with lighted
candles in advance of the
President’s arrival. But the
visit went without incident.

Earlier, Nixon and the
rest of. the [irst family
shared the platform with co-
median Bob Hope, entertain-
er Art Linkletter and-bandZ
leader Lionel Hampton.

Among the important gov-

ernmental figures making -

appearances at one or more
of the balls were National
Security Adviser Henry Kis-
singer, Secretary of Stale
William Rogers, outgoing
Transportation Secretary
John Volpe and newly desig-
nated Defense Secretary El-
liot Richardson.

Former Attorney General
John Mitchell and his wife,
Martha, arrived at the Mu-
seurn of History and Tech-
nology a few minutes before
midnight. Mrs. Mitchell was
greeted with shouts of
“Right on, Martha.”
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
