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The federal government
paid nearly $10,000 of the
cost of installing water
and sewer lines at Presi-
dent Nixon’s San Cle-
mente estate soon after he
purchased the property in
1969, officials said yester-
day.

Most of the expense, $6260,
was for a six-inch water line
installed at the Secret Ser-
vice’s request for fire prot-
ection, a General Services
Administration spokesman
said in response to inquiries.

Sources reported the wat-
er line also serves a swim-
ming pool that Mr. Nixon
built at his oceanside Cali-
fornia residence in July
1969.

The government also paid
$3200 of the total $9784 cost
of instailing a six-inch sewer

line serving the Spanish-
style home, GSA spokesman
Terry Angelo said.

Angelo said the sewer was
built larger than normally
would be necessary “to ac-
comodate the federal per-
sonnel stationed there at all
times.” and the government
thus shared the cost.

The nearly $10,000 in ex-
perditures is in addition to
the $100,000 in government
funds which the Associated
Press reported two weeks
ago had been spent for im-
provements on Mr. Nixon’s
property to improve presi-
dential security.

It also is in addifion to
376,000 which Newsday re-
portea in its Sunday editions
had been spent for estate
landscaping at the request
of the Secret Service.
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
