Later, however, Mr s.
Smith said further checking

showed that the equipment
and lane were donated by a
private company and that
Rebozo paid the bill for dec-
orating.

She declined to say what
the cost was.

There is another bowling
alley in the Executive Office
Building across West Execu-
tive avenue, which is part of
the White House complex,
but Mrs. Smith said it was
decided it would be better
for the family ‘“‘not to have
to cross the street” ‘and to
have its own private bowling
place.
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
