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Announcer (Bharon Lovejoy): Julie Nixon gfisenhower says
her father considered resigning over Watergate, but his family
talked him out of it. They Felt it would be an admission of
wrongdoing and that he was needed in the Presidency,. She said
the question of the President resigning came up at a family gathering
at Camp David on HMay 4. "He was playing the devil's advocate one
evening," she said. "He said, 'Well, the thing is, he really loves
the country and he'd do anything that was best for the country."

She said, "¥ou know, he would say, 'Should I resign? Would
it be better for the country ? Would the wounds heal faster? Would
the country be able to move faster to other thingg?!" Julie said,
"He is really that kind of person. I think it was more than just a
rhetorical question,” she said. "I think he really thought, 'Will
this end everything?t!" ’

She dismissed afludicrous the White House “political enemieg®
list disclosed in the Senate Watergate hearings and said ‘"the Pres-
ident 1s tooc busy to be consumed withm petty, paranoid concerns." She
