Mrs. Nixon and her party
then visited the shrine of the
Book at the Israel Museum
in Jerusalem, where profes-
sor Yigael Yadin, a noted
archeologist, showed her the
Dead Sea Scrolls, including
the Isaiah Scroll, the oldest
Biblical manuscript in ex-
istence.
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
