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= Former President -Nixon
telephoned his former com-
munications director, -Herb
Rlein, Monday and apolo-
gized for the derogatory re-
marks he made in tape
recorded conversations, the
Baltimore Sun reported yes-
'iegday.

In a story from its Wash-
ington Bureau, the Sun said
it interviewed Klein by
phene from Los Angeles, and
at Mr. Nizon's long-time
riend revealed the conver-
sation.

In the tape of a June 23,
1972, conversation beteween
Mt Nixon and former White
House chief of staff H. R.
-Haldeman, the former Pres-
ident  criticized - Klein for
“wot having - his . head
screwed on, Hé just ‘sort of
higbbers . around . Sits
there. with egg on his face.
He's just notour guy at all.”

" Transcripts of the tape were

released by Mr. Nixon on
August 5 and other portions
of it led to his resignation.

According to Klein’s ae-
count of the conversation
Monday:

“The President came on
he phone and said, ‘Have
you got your head Screwed
on today?’ and sort of
laughed.”

The Sun said Klein indi-
cated he did not find the
subject funny.

Mr. Nixon further said he
hoped Klein realized “it was
one of those things I said
and I didn’t mean it, and I
apologized for any embar-
rassment,” the former aide
said.

Klein, now a vice presi-
dent of Metromedia, said
Mr. Nixon told him he had
“probably said worse things
about other people.”
