Municipal Court Judge Wil-
liam Woodward, in whose
courtroom the convicts were
scheduled to appear, ordered
the sheriff to bring them into
court ‘“no matter how; leg
irons, handcuffs or straigt |
]ackets ” 2

Sheriff Michael N. Canlis,
Superior Court Judge John
B. Cechini and a deputy pub-
lic defender went to the jail
trying to convince the prison-
ers to return to their cells,
others to appear in court.

A sheriff’s spokesman said
some prisoners threw a piece |
of bed iron at the sheriff and
threw glass fragments atthe
judge. The judge was blood-

ied, the spokesman said.
