Goff, a gunsmith, said the
radical group armed them-
selves with wrenches and
stockpiled rocks for a demon-
stration a g ain st President
Nixon in San Jose a week be-
fore the 1970-elections. Rocks
were thrown at the demgn-
stration, but Mr. Nixon was
not hit. :

“It’s no secret, you can
even ask the San Jose Police.
We eertainly did help organ-
ize that demonstration along
with a number of other
groups” Menchine said,
“but the strategy was to

stration. We did not pile up
rocks.”

Menchine, who said’ his
group is a Marxist-Leninist -

| organization which does not |
.| hide its hopes to “overthrow |
‘I this rotten parasitic hoss:
_-' class and set up a socialistic

society,” recalled that mem-
bers of the group thought of
Goff as “‘a sincere guy who
was just a little mixed up.”
The fact that he turned out
to be an FBI informer and
testified in Was]nngton Men-
chine said, “makes it clear
the . government is frantic
and thrashing around for
anything they ecan use
against the people. It shows
the government’s weakness.”
The young radical said his |
organization does indeed at-
tempt to put members in the
military and labor unions.
“As revolutionaries, we
want to go where the revolu-
tionary people are hk(;},y to
be,” Menchine said. * ¥
