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Protest Against F.B.I, Here
Chinese-Americans Stage

Two dozen Chinese-Ameri-
cans, some of them shouting
“I am furious, yellow,” picketed
the office of the Federal Bureau
of Investigations here yester-
day to protest statements they
said had been made by F.B.L
director J. Edgar Hoover.
