Hoover said the Weatherman, a splinter group of the SDS, were during
the last year ‘*in the forefront of much of the violent activity
deliberately calculated to provoke violent confrontations.?? -

Pregenting the IBI’s report on activities in the fisecal gear ended
vune 20, Hoover directed some of hig sharpest criticism at the Black
Panther party, which he said *‘continued to be the most dangerous
and violence-prone of all extremist groups.’?

He decried financial support by some white liverals of the militant
black organization *‘DeSpfte i1ts record of hate, violence and
subvergion.s? -

Hoover said the Panthers and the Weathermen could be blamed for much
of turmoil on the nation’s campuseg and in ite major cities during
the past Xear. ' ' |

LThe FBI director cited as an example of Weatherman violence the
group’s rampage in Chicage last Ociober 8-11, for which 12 of the
group*s leaders are under indictmen:t on federal charges of crogsing
state lines to inecide =z riot, : )

‘'The following month, *? Hoover said, ‘“they were in Washington,"
D+Co protesting the Vietnam war by hurling rocks, sticks and botiles
at the Department of Jugtice Builging and leading screaming hordes
through Washington?s business section, causing severe damage to
buildings and automobhilesg,??

In the seven monthe since then, Hoover said, weatherman have
dedicated themselves to urban verrllla warfare, have taken
intenslive self instruction in %ﬁe usé of guns and bombs while
their leaders have gone underground to escape vrosecution.

Panther party continues to reeeive substantial monetary '
contributions Lrom prominent donors, ?* he-gaid,

“with these funds, its reyresentaiives have been able to travel
freely and make frequent public appearances at colleges,
unlversities and even secondary schools,?*®* Hoover sald. *‘In this
way, they are able to spread their doctrine of hate and

révolution and further aggravate the volatile situation on our
campuses «*?

‘a8 an innocent vietim of volice and other official oprression.’ s

Panthers in Baltimore and Few Haven, Conn., are charged with two
separate murders and that Panthers in KRew York 'are awaiting itrial in
connectlon with a bomt vlot. '
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Turning to campus turmoil, Hoover said 1,782 protest demonstrations
occurred during the 1:65-70 school year in which eight persons were
killed and 462 were injured. fearly 7,200 persons were arrested and
damages exceeded :9.- million, he saié. _ ‘
