'WAS RFEK AIDE

Clark, who entered the Jus-
tice Department in 1961 under
then-Attorney General Robert
F. Kemnedy, has been Acting
Attorney General since last
October, when Nicholes Katz-
enbach shifted to Undersecre-
tary of State.

. He served as Assistant At.-
torney General under- Kennedy,
who left the . Justice Depart-
ment in 1964 to run for sen-
ator from New York. A
If Gariison has any informa-
tion that might shed additional
light on the assassination,
Clar said, he has a duty to turn
it over to federal authorities.
While Clark did not disclose
the source of his skeptical at-
titude, it has been learned that
{ the FBT has scrutinized all as-
pects .of Garrison’s probe .very
carefully. So far, federal au-
‘thorities appear to place little
jcredence in Garrison’s sensa-
'tional suggestion that Lee Har-
vey Oswald acted in concert
with a pro-Castro plot to kill
the president.

‘publicized. investigation. But
 Clark’s statement was the first
ipublic declaration of dasbelie;

‘ing -Kennedy in’'Dallas, Nov. 22,
;1963. . -

He -also indicated last week
that the probe had been set
iback by the sudden death of
Dawd W. Feme, -a free lance
;pﬂoh who allegedly was llnked
‘to Oswald.
