The disbarment of New Or-
leans Dist.

Attorney Sol Dann of De-
troit said yesterday that he |
has - written to the American
and Louisiana Bar Associa-
tions asking them to consider

disbarring Garrison for ‘“‘un-

warranted and reckless at-
tacks on the Warren Commis-
sion Report and its mem- |
bers.”

Garrison, , meanwhile, told |
newsmen in New Orleans that
Dann “is well aware of the
total involvement of Jack
Ruby with regard to the as-
sassination. He is doing his
best to block any successful
inquiry.”

GARRISON SAID DANN’S
action was “very understand-
able hecause my objective
inquiry into the murder of
President Kennedy will neces-
sarily reveal the involvement,
not only of individuals asso-
ciated: with the Central Intel-
ligence Agency, but of Jack
i Ruby ‘himself.”

,  Meanwhile, a spokesman for
" Truth and Consequences Inc.,
the private organization of
businessmen which is funding
the DA’s inquiry, said the

group ‘“‘remains solidly behind

the investigation.”

‘ Willard E. Robertson, a

{ founder of the fund, made the
statement in reply to reports
that a recent suit filed by fug-
‘itive witness Gordon Novel
| may have resulted in the
tund’s disintegration.

HIS THREE-PARAGRAPH
letter asked the bar groups
not te limit their probe to
Garrison, but to include in-
vestigation of any attorney in-
volved in any proceeding re-
lated to the assassination.

Dann told newsmen this
would include judges ruling on
court matters stemming from
the ‘assassination and any at-
torneys who have authored
books about it.

“This fraud has gone on
long  enough,” Dann told
newsmen. “It would " ‘very
much appear Mr. Garrison
has improperly discharged his
responsibilities.

“His actions appear irre-
sponsible and not in keeping
with his role as prosecutor,
which is to protect the inno:
cent as well as convict the
‘guilty,” Dann said.

Dann dismissed the claim as
mathematical trickery.
Garrison says the code in-

numbers.
“I never .questioned Ruhy
with reference to Clay Shaw

because I never knew about

Shaw,” Dann said. “But I
did question him about Os-
wald, very extensively, and
there was no indication he had
ever had any knowledge of
Oswald prior to the assassina-
tion.

“If he had, I assure you, I
would have withdrawn from
the case.” he said.
