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Hint Gunman May
Have Stalked Wallace

WASHINGTON — (AP) —
Arthur H. Bremer, accused
of gumning down George
Wallace, may have stalked
the Alshama governor
through three states before
the shooting at a suburban
campaign rally Monday.

Although Wallace security
agents reportedly had be-
come Suspicious of the 21
year old Milwaukee man be-
cause he kept showing up at
Wallace rallies, they never
took direct action against
him.

The possibility that Bre-
mer stalked Wallace has
prompted federal agents to
attempt to reconstruet his
movements over the past
several weeksto determine
where we went, whom he
saw and what his intentions
were, |

Focus on Stalking Theory

While the FBI will say of-
ficially on only that its
agents are investigating
Bremer’'s background,
sources close fo the investi-
gation say “there is not any
question” that the stalking
theory is the prime focus of
the federal prohe.

Bremer’s actions in Mil-
waukee, Michigan and Mary-
land indicate he was a Wal-
lace supporter and would-he
campaign worker before the
shooting. '

A reconstruction of his
movements shows:

e He was picked up by
police in Kalamazoo, Mich.,
before a Wallace rally there,
after he was seen loitering
in a car in a parking lot
near the rally site.

He wuas released when he
convinced police he was
merely an avid Wallace sup-
porter trying to assure him-
self of a seat at the rally. An
Associated Press wirephoto
taken at the rally shows
Bremer standing, cheering
and applauding.

e Frank Daniel, a Wal-
lace campaign worker, said
he recalled - seeing Bremer

waukee Athletic Club, where
Bremer worked, said Bre-
mer had attended a Wallace
rally in that city March 1.

¢ Janet Petrone, Mary-
land state coordinator for
Women for Wallace, re-
called that Bremer had
come to Wallace’s Silver
Spring office within the past
week and volunteered to
work.

“I told him what we really
needed were people at poll-
ing places to hand out litera-
ture,” Mrs. Petrone said.
