The General Assembly approved two reso-
lutions declaring that the Palestinian peo-
ple have the right to independence and sov-
ereignty and giving the Palestine Liberation
Organization observer status in United Na-
tions affairs. [Page 1, Column 1.] )

Three, Palestinian guerrillas who hijacked
a British airliner with 47 persons aboard
Thursday night in the Pefsian Guif sheikdom
of Dubai landed in Tunis and demanded the
release of 13 terrorists held in Cairo. In
Cairo, the Egyptian Government and the
Palestine Liberation Organization, which
was said to have custody of the 13 terrorists,
refused to turn them over to the hijackers,
who threatened to kill their hostages. [1:3.]

The hijacking of the British airliner from
Dubai to Tunis was regarded in Beirut as
a challenge to the authority of Yasir Arafat,
chairman of the Palestine Liberation Organi-

zation. The three hijackers belong to a -

splinter group that ‘opposes the Arafat or-
ganization, which denounced the hijacking
as “an irresponsible act.” [1:4.]
Canada, the largest single supplier of for-
eign oil to the United States, announced
that exports of crude oil to this country
would ‘be reduced by 100,000 barrels a day,
to 800,000 from .900,000, effective Jan. 1.
A further reduction to 650,000 a day may be
ordered by next July, if the oil-producing
provinces of Alberta and Saskatchewan con-
cur, a Government statement said. Canada
needs the oil for her own use, and she plans’
to eventually stop exports eompletely. [1:2.]

The Defense Department announced that
it would undertake a consolidation of mili-
tary bases and headquarters around the
country that would result in the.elimination
of 11,600 civilian jobs—about 1 per cent
of the Pentagon's $14-billion ‘annual ‘civilian
payroll—and the transfer of 11,500 military
personnel to other jobs. The department said
that the consolidation would bring about in-
creased combat strength but not a reduc-
tion in the defense budget. [1:6-7.]

The two
companies announced that they had agreed
to an increase in Lockheed write-offs to

The week-long deadlock in efforts to end
the coal miners’ strike ended temporarily
with brief, exploratory talks on the union’s
steeply increased demands. The outlook for
an early end to the strike remained’ pessi-

" mistic, however. [1:3-5.]-

Henry Ford 2d, chairman of the Ford
Motor Company, proposed that the Federal
tax on gasoline be increased by 10 cents
to provide aid for people hit hardest by the
recession—the poor and the unemployed.
He said that “many peeple in our industry
don’t sharé my views on this matter, but I
think the idea deserves a lot of consideration
now.” The Federal tax, now 4 cents a gallon,
raised $4.2-billion in revenue last year. It is
estimated that an increase to 10 cents would
raise about $11-billion more, [1:1.]

Announcing “the toughest austerity pro-
gram since thé Depression,” Mayor Beame
said that 1,510 city employes would be dis-
missed beginning Dec, 1 and that a freeze
on job vacancies would be put on every city
agency, including the Police and Fire De-

gested savings he had originally ordered city
agencies to make to overcome q looming
budget deficit of $330-million had proven,
when examined by City Hall to be. “crip-
pling” and “unthinkable.” Instead, he said,
he has decided on cutbacks totaling $100-

million and would try to make up the differ- -

ence by getting financial aid from Albany
and Washington.

James M. Hester, who has been president
of New York University for 13 years, will
leave next summer to become the first head
of the newly formed United Nations Univer-
sity, an international research and training
institution that will have headquarters in
Tokyo.
