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President Nixon’s aides, responding to
charges that a Republican sabotage squad
had damaged the Democratic campaign,
claimed the Democrats had pulled similar
dirty tricks.- :

We have just concluded an intensive in-
vestigation of George McGovern’s under-
cover operations. We found one crack in-
vestigator on the payroll, Walter Sheri-
dan, who was hired to find out the extent
of the Republican espionage and sabotage.
He also investigated some of the Demo-
crats for Nikon and confirmed MeGov-
ern’s suspicion that they had usually vot-
ed for Republican candidates in the past.

* * %K
T WAS also Sheridan who uncovered the
fact that soybean tycoon Dwayne An-

dreas, who contributed $25,000 of the
money used to finance the Watergate ca-

per, had received a valuable bank charter

from the Nixon Administration.

A separate research crew, headed by
Ted Van Dyk, dug into the backgrounds of
such Nixon cronies as Bebe Rebozo, El-
mer Bobst and Clement Stone., The Demo-
cratic researchers also searched the pub-
lic records for information about the Pres-
ident’s personal finances. They checked,
too, whether big Republican contributors
had received any antitrust seftlements,
price increases or other federal favors.

Van Dyk’s volunteers confined their ef-
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forts, however, strictly to research. Th'éjv’
did no investigating beyond scouring the

newspapers and examining public docu~
ments. When they came up with facts that.
might embarrass the President, they at-,
tempted to plant the information with re--
porters. 2

Before the Democratic convention, we’.
also learned, McGovern compiled person-
al information on just about every dele-
gate. These individual files were assems:
bled in a computer data bank, although
McGovern had denounced the use of com-
puters to keep tabs on people.

During the primaries, McGovern used
the fun-loving political prankster Dick "
Tuck to play a few harmless tricks on
Democratic rival Ed Muskie. Those who
attended a Muskie coffee klatch in New'
Hampshire, for example, found McGovern’
stickers pasted to the bottoms of their cof- =
fee cups after they had drained the coffee.

In sum, we found that McGovern’s un-"
dercover operation doesn’t compare to the. -
systematic sabotage, wiretapping and es-.
pionage conducted by President Nixon’s'
campaign aides.
