Washington :

President Nixon's per-
zonal attorney and the
White House appoint-
ments secretary arranged
for the payment of more
than $30,000 in campaign
funds to Donald H. Segret-
ti, an alleged political sab-
oteur, according to FBI
records.

This FBI information about
Herbert W. Kalmbach, the
President’s personal attor-
ney, and presidential ap-
pointments secretary
Dwight L. Chapin was sup-
plied to the Senate Judiciary
Committee yesterday by
acting FBI Director L. Pat-
rick Gray III during his con-
firmation hearings.,

In a written .statement
supplied o the Senate com-
mittee, Gray said: “Mr.
Kalmbach said that in either
August or September, 1971,

he was contacted by Mr.”

Dwight Chapin and was in-
formed that (Army) Captain
Donald H. Segretti was
about to get out of the mili-
tary service and that he
may be of service tothe Re-
publican Party.’
CONFIRM
Gray’s statement provides
the first official confirma-
.tion. that Kalmbach and
Chapin — two persons close
to President Nixon — were
involved in a well-financed
political overation with Se-
gretti. :

According to the written
material supplied to the Sen-

ate by acting FBI director

@Gray, Kalmbach “said he
merely acted as a disburs-
ing agent for Segretti’s sala-
1y and expenses and he has

no idea how Segretti re-
ceived his instruction or
whom he reportedto. . .he
said he had no knowledge of
what Segretti was doing to
justify these expenses or fo
earn his salary.”

Gray’s written statements
came as answers to gues-
tions asked earlier in the
confirmation hearings.

In another written answer
supplied yesterday, Gray
said an FBI check of teie-
phone records showed Se-
gretti was in touch with the
White House, Chapin’s resi-
dence and the home and of-
fice of Watergate bugging
conspirator . Howard Jr..
who was at the time a White
House consultant. -

In respopse to Chapii's re- |
quest, - Kalmbach, an attor-
ney with offices in Newport
Beach, .““did contact Segretti
and agreed that Segretti
would be paid $16,000 per
year plus expenses and he
paid Segretti somewhere be-
tween $30,000 and $40,000 be-
tween = Sept. 1, 1971 and
March 15, 1972, Gray said.

Gray’s statements on
Kalmbach, Chapin and Se-
gretti were on two typewrit-
ten pages, along with a page
dealing with telenhone rec-
ords.

In the statement. Gray
gaid that Kalmbach “stated
he was acquainted with
{Watergate conspirator G.
Gordon} Liddy but had only
limited contact with Liddy.”
Kalmbach also said that he
had no knowledge of "the
Watergate bugging.

In a written answer on Se-
gretti’s telephone calls,
Gray said records show that
during the ten - month peri-
od from August, 1871, to
June, 1972, about 700 long
distance calls were charged
to Segrettl. Gray said ear-
lier in the hearings that not
all these calls were checked
by the FBI. o

At least 12 persons Have
told various newspapers that
they were either approached
by Segretti to do political
spying or were actually
hired and paid small
amounts of money by Se-
gretii to spy or conduct dis-
ruptive activities against the
Democrats.
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
