my husbhand.”

Mrs. Mitchell was unablé
to identify those she accused
of trying to make her hus-
band ‘‘the whipping boy’” for

the June 17 hreak-in and
bugging of Democratic Na-
tional Headquarters in the
Watergate Building where
the Mitchells once lived.
“My husband laid eyes on
McCord only once and I only
met him once,” Mrs. Mitch-
ell said, as her husband has
maintained on numerous oc-
casions before McCord’s al-:
leged testimony was report-
ed ‘earlier intthe day. .
