The Washington Post report-
ed today that new develop-
ments have led President
Nixon to believe that at least
two high White House offi-
cials were directly or indi-
rectly résponsible for the

Watergate bugging and oth-~

er political espionage and
sabotage.

The newspaper, quoting
unnamed White House and
Justice Department sources,
said the two officials are
likely to resign because of
developments in the case.
