Agnew, ‘'whosé role in de-

“But there is also some-
blame properly assessabler
to some mdmdua}s in the
media,” he said, :

“When I say unfortunate'
hostwty I mean deep feel-
ings that run beyond “the
traditional adversary rela-
tionship between Govern-
ment  officeholders and
members of the press,” he
said.

“There is unquestlonably~
wrong "and 'right on both'
sides of this controversy. It
is of immense importance to
the American public that in-
formation {low creditably
and freely to them.

“The Government and the
media must put aside their
visceral reactions and en-
gage in:a productive, intelli-
gent discussion of their dif-
ferences,” he said.

He said the Nixon admin-
istration is willing to partici-
pate in such a discussion.
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
