In addition. Cox is said to
have told Dash thatl if the
committee did not agree to
drop the hearings, Cox
would consider court actipn
to have them stopped.

Addressing himself to pos-
sible court action by Cox to
stop the hearings, committee
chairman Sam Ervin (Dem-
N.C.) said, “The committee
has the same powers under
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the Constitution to conduct
the hearings that the courts
have .to institute: prosecu-
tion. The courts'cannot force
the U.S. Senate to'halt the
hearings.”
