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Talks End Quietly

Reykjavik, Iceland

The two-day summit
conference between Presi-
dent Nixon and President
Georges Pompidou of
France ended after more
than six hours of face-to-
face meetingsthat kindled
hopes for future progress
but produced no concrete
agreements.

‘Mr. Nixon flew back to
Washington without public
comment, although his press
secretary, Ronald L. Zie-
gler,

said that all of the‘

meetings had been marked
“by a good |spirit.”

But Pompidou, reportedly
hoping to counter Tumors
here and in Paris that he is
in ill health, walked into the

press room at the conclusion '

of the final session, where
he was immediately sur-
rounded by ﬁa horde of news-
men, photographers and
technicians. !

The French president said
he and Mr. Nixon had
agreed on §o0me matters,
disagreed on others. But, he
added, “there was a far
greater area of agreement
than disagreement” because
the two countries’ ‘“‘concep-
tion of life and peace are an-
alogous.”

He added: “These talks
were more like conception
than delivery, and, after all,
conception is more pleasur-
able than delivery.”

“We were not here to de-

cide anything,” said Pompi-
dou. “I was not empowered
to do so.”

Mr. Nixon came to Iceland
hoping to persuade the
French to accept theidea of
a new declaration of Atlan-
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tic prigciples, perhaps even

a formal “charter,” as out- .

lined by his national securi-
ty adviser, Henry A. Kissin-
ger, in a speech on April 93.

But that was deferred
pending careful, detailed
talks — some bilateral,
some multilateral — by sub-
dinates on monetary re-
form, trade policy and other
concrete issues. The French

also deflated Mr. Nixon’s .

hopes for a European sum-

mit meeting during his Eu-

ropean

although they did not rule

gu’fc the possibility at a later
ate.

Mr. Nixon and Pompidou
seemed fo get on well, des-
pite their. opposing positions
on some issues and the eool-

.ness that has on occasion

markedFranco-American
relations in recent years.
When reporters were admit-
ted briefly to the conference
hall in the Kjarval Art Mu-
seum briefly Thursday
morning, they heard Mr,
Nixon try a bit of French,
Discussing ages, he told
Pompidou he was “soix-
ante” (60).

FINAL

No communique was is-
sued after the final session,

-at which the two presidents

and their ministers sat
around a square table cov-
ered with green felt. Some
American officials had

wanted a communique, be-,

cause they felt it would as-

grand tour this fall, .

sist Mr. Nixon in his effort
to show the American public
that he was still an effective
leader despite the Watergate
case. g

The French demurred, but
finally agreed that Kissinger
and Denis Baudoin, the
spokesman for the Elysee
palace, wo uld give similar
verbal accounts of the meet-
ings at separate briefings.

“We achieved what we set
out to do,” Kissinger told
newsmen on the flight back
to Washington.

“It we nt very well,” Sec-
retary of State William P.
Rogers said in a separdte
session with reporters. *It
lived up to our expecta-
tions.” )

Press secretary Ziegler
added that Mr. Nixon felt
his two days of talks with
Pompidou were ‘“‘very suc-
cessful.”
