The Soviet embassy de-
nied yesterday it had been
given copies of the Penta-
gon papers in June, 1971.

Ellsberg’s psychiatrist.

The Washington Post quot-

ed sources as saying an uni-
dentified man, using an

allias, had handed the Soviet
embassy a complete set of
the top-secret papers. An
embassy spokesman called
this “a fabrication.”

“The embassy categori-
cally denies these allega-
tions as absolutely ground-
less,” the statement said.

vit to U.S. District Judge
Matt Byrne of Los Angeles,
who conductedsthe frial of
Ellsbergthat «he was told
by the FBI that the Soviets .
