A Long List

It . will be a long sum-
mer for Watergate watch-
ers. The Senate Watergate
committee will call 20
more witnesses after to-
day’s appearance of Rich-
ard A. Moore and antici-
pates as many as 26 more

“days of hearings before

completing this phase of
its investigation.

A newly prepared witness
list obtained by the Los An-
geles Times indicates that
the committee probably will
not*be ready to call former
top White House aides John
D. Ehrlichman and H.R.
Haldeman before the week
after next. :

They will be preceded to
the witness chair by Presi-
dent Nixon’s former person-
al lawyer, Herbert W. Kalm-
bach; by former New York
Policeman Anthony T. Ula-
sewicz, by former White
House aides Frederick C.
Larue and Gordon C. Stra-
chan, and by former cam-
paign aide Robert Mardian.

Former White House aide
Charles W. Colson is tenta-
tively scheduled to follow
Ehrlichman and Halde-
man. After that the commit-
tee will call former top men
at the FBI, the CIA and the
Justice Department, plus
former White House figures
linked to the burglary of
Daniel Ellsberg’s psychia-
trist office.

Convicted Watergate con-
spirator E. Howard Hunt
and his lawyer, William O.
Bittman, are-among the last
scheduled to be called.
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
