Within a few days after the
television address, Mr. Nixon
Is expected to fly to San Cle-
mente,. Calif,, probably re-
maining there until after La-
bor Day.

For almost the first.time,
White House aides acknowl-
edge that the President is
spending a vast amount’ of
time on Watergate and on his
response to the charges ley-
eled against him. !
