citizens monitored a com-
plex radio network yes-
terday hoping to pinpoint
the location of a man
broadcasting threats
against President ‘Nixon
and Vice President Spiro
T. Agnew.

Officials believe the nmn
sent New Mexico officers
a futile chase earlisr thm
month in search of a boy
named Larry—who, acc ord-
ing to broadcasts, said he
was {rapped in a wrecked
truck and that his father had
heen killed or séverely in-
jured.

New Mexico officials
launched a searen for the
boy. The search cost at least
$20,000 and thousands of
man-houfs.

Saturddy. a travsmission
heard in Denver togk credit
for the New Mexico hoax.
Two other transmissions
threatened theTives of Mr.
Nixon and Agnew. The calls
were [illed with profanity.

“This guy has got ta hea

psycho.” said Robert Vetter,

- said.

a service station owner whe
first. -monitored the calls.
“He threatened to kill Nixon
and Agnew and then he
threatened to kil ever vone.
He’s darmg anyoneto find
him.”

““He's smart.” Vetter said,
“He always uses the ‘skip
pattern’ for a coverup.”

The skip pattern is a per-
iod~ during the afternoon -
when weather conditions
create a garble effect on the
citizens broadcast band.

“I'm sure we'll catch this
nut:sooner or later.” Vetter
“It's only a mattex of
time.”

Vetter said 400 to 500 per-
sons. stood by their radios
thrdughout Saturday night-
and - Sunday in hopes the
man. would make another
broadcast.

“We're using different an-
tennas and signal strength
test ‘meters trying to pin-
pomt his Jocation.”” Vetter
said. “Any signal that can
be sent can be found if he
stays on long enough.”

Several citizens band op-
erators south of Denver re-
ported Salurday they had
monitored several calls be-
rating New Mexico authori-
ties for their failure to find
Larry.

“I'm convinced that thisis
the guy who was responsible
for .that business down in
New ‘Mexico.” Vetter said.
“At first T didn't think so,
but now I do because of his -
mocking manner, the talk- !
ing in a kid’s voice and the !
operating  technique ‘The |
uses.” - i
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
