‘Bad Taste’ Cited

However, WNEW-AM refused
to run them. “The way the
commercial was structured it
was in bad taste. It’s no great
philosophic thing,” said Carl
Brazell, the assistant station
manager, who pointed out that
cuts from the album itself have
been played on the air by the
station’s disk jockeys.

WNEW'’s FM affiliate ran the
spots only after deleting the

word “impeachment” from
them. “The jury is still out. The
word impeachment is some-

thing that should be reserved|

until it becomes appropriate,”
said Varner Paulsen, general

A spokesman for Woolworth
said the chain was not stocking
the album because “some of
our customers may be of-
fended.”

“You'd think they’d be more
brave about it,” commented Joe
Lauer, Mr. Frye’s manager.
“Watergate deals with surpres-
sion and chicanery, and yet the
reason these people aren’t run-
ning the spots is that. the
