WASHINGTON, Oct. 2—Rep-

In a statement issued today,
Mr. Findley noted that his reso-
lution was privileged under
House rules and that the Judici-
ary Committee must act on it
within seven legislative days —
or by late next week.

charge it from further consid-
eration of the resolution. If
that were to occur, a majority
of “the House would have to

decide what action to take.
