Rodino ~ Jr. (Dem-N.J.),
whose House Judiciary Com-
mittee will meet today to set
‘some procedural guidelines
for the impeachment inqui-
iy, said in an interview last
night that there may be
some who already have de-
cided that the President
ought te be impeached. But
his mail indicates that
“‘many others are looking to
» us for guidance,” he added.

7 Rodino’s judgment ap-
:peared to be borne outin the
findings of the latest Gallup
Poll, which indicated yester-
day. that a majority of
Americans have lost confid-
ence in the Nixon adminis-
‘tration but are nonetheless
reluctant to seek the Presi-
. dent’s removal from office.

. Rodino declined to specu-
late on when the impeach-
ment hearings might begin
or how soon the committee
could be expected to reach a
‘decision on whether to re-
: commend that the full House
of Representatives impeach
—that is, indiet—Mr. Nixon.
