The -White - House " ac-
knowledged yesterday it
was negotiating with the
Senate Watergate Com-
mittee on the panel’s ef-

Committee sources con-
tirmed that they were seek-
ing the Nixon bank records,
but one source said White
House lawyers “had dug in
their heels” and - indicated
they would claim executive
privileage to keep the records
from the committee.

secretary Gerald L.Warren
sdid. He added that the
White House is “‘not certain
what is being sought” and
that presidential aides were
“attempting to work out
ways so information can be
provided . . . and that confi-
dentiality can be assured.”

. The bank’s president is
Mr. Nixon’s closest friend,

Charles G. (Bebe) Rebozo.

At a news conference Fri-
day night, Mr. Nixon defend-

~ed Rebozo’s handling of a

$100,000 contribution’ from
billionaire Howard Hughes
— a contribution Rebozo
kept in a safety deposit box
for three years before re-
turning earlier this year.
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
