“I'd be very surprised to
see Mr. Nixon in the presi-
dency at this time mnext

vear,” McGovern said in an |

interview.

McGovern said that after
Ford is installed as vice
president, McGovern would
favor the impeachment
methed as ‘‘the best way to
deal with the problem -
either to clear the President
or to find him guilty and re-
move him from office.”

“That gives the President ‘

his day in court,” the South

Dakota senator said. “But I

would predict that either
we're going to get an im-
peachment or a vresigna-
tion.”
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
