Malek is one of the most interesting personalities in
the Nixon Administration. He was brought into gov-
ernment by Bob Finch as a talent scout of sorts, and
one of his jobs was to find others for the Haldeman-
Ehrlichman cronies. One of the most remarkable of
his achievements was to come out untarnished by
the Watergate scandal.
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
