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Hunt Says He Spled

OnGoldwater forLBJ

Watergate conspirator E.
Howard Hunt Jr. has told
the staff of the Senate se-
lect Watergate committee
that he. conducted surveil-
lance of' Sen. Barry Goldwa-
ter (R-Ariz.) during the 1964
Presidential campaign: at
the order of President Lyn-
don B. Johnson, according
to informed sources.

The exact nature and du
ration of' Hunt’s activities
were not revealed, but Gold-
water, an amateur dabbler
in electronics, said . yester- *
day that he had no indica-
tion that the surveillance in-
volved electronic eavesdrop-
ping..

Another source sald “that
Hunt was not certain of the
dates‘of the surveillance, al-
though he told the comrrut—
tee -staff it began well be-
fore Goldwatel 'S presiden-
tial nomingtion at the 1964
Jenvention- and
la§ted untr} after h1s over-

that November. ;

" 'Hunt said he undertook
the surveillance with a*feam
of operatives, under direc-
tions "from Mr. Johnson-
through an intermediary, ac- .
cording to the source, who
ceclined to say who Hunt
unamed as the intermediary.

Goldwater, who declined
to give the source of his in-
formation, said he had been J
told in the past two or three :
days that Hunt and a team !
that “could have been as
many as 30 people not just
working on me but working ‘!
on other people, too” oper-
ated out of offices in
“downtown” Washington.
Although Goldwater said he
could not be certain of the
group’s name, he thought it
was . “domestic investiga-
tions.” Goldwater - said he’
did not ‘know the names of

A spokesman for CIA Di-
rector William E. Colby also
said yesterday that Colby had
“no comment” on Hunt’s re-
ported testimony. A spokes-
man for the FBI said he
“catego jcally - denied” Gold-
ssertion that the FBI
was involved in any surveil-
lance of him in 1964, ;.

Hunt’s appearance before
the Senate Watergate com-
mittee’s staff was part of an
ongoing investigation by the
Republican staff ‘members

CIA in the Watergate affair.
