Means committee. The No. 5
Republican on that Commit-
tee, S6-yvear-old Representa-
tive Charles E. Chamberlain
of  Michigan, who entered
Congress with Collier, had
previously announced his re-
tirement.

@ Representalive Dave

Martin of Nebraska, 66, a
13-year veteran and ranking
Republican on the Rules
committee, which controls
traffic of most bills to the
House floor,

® Representative William
S. Mailliard of California, 56,
a Z2l-year veteran who is
ranking Republican on the
Foreign Affaivrs commiftee
and No. 2 man on Merchant
Marin and Fisheries.

@ Representative William
E. Minshall of Ohio, 62, a
19-year veferan, who is sec-
ond-ranking Republican on
the Appropriations commit-
iee,

® And Representative

Ancher Nelsen ot Minnesota,
69, @ 15-year veteran, who is
ranking Republican on the
Di_strict of Columbia com.
mittee and No. 2 man on the

. Commerce committee.
