1972, was supposed to be
flown from a federal prison
farm at Eglin Air Force
Base, Fla., to Washington,
where officials stood ready
to process his release.

Former White House aide
E. Howard Hunt Jr., the

man who recruited Barker .

for the Watergate break-in,
was released on personal
bond Wednesday. The U.S.
court of appeals ordered the
men released pending the
outcome of their appeals.
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
