President Nixon was
joined at his mountain re-
treat yesterday by two top
aides as he worked on the

White House chief of staff
Alexander M. Haig and Mr.
Nixon’s chief speechwriter,
Ray Price, were said to
have arrived at Camp David
vesterday afternoon to help
with the address. They were
the only aides known to have

made the 70 - mile journey
from Washington since the
President left the White
House last Thursday.

Mr. Nixon returhed alone
to the White House last
night, an aide said.

Mr. Nixow’s aides main-
tained they did not. know
whether the Preaident would
renew his defense against
Watergate and administra-
tion scandals or would de-

-vote his speech to the press-

ing issues of the oil shor-
