Belknap had resigned his post. asg
Grant’s Secretary of War before the
House voted articles of impeachment,
but after several House committee in-.
quiries into his actions had begun. He
was acquitted by the Senate op all arti-
cles.

Impeachment and a subsequent tria]
are the only way the American people
will ever get answers to the disturbing
questions raised by Richard Nixon We
can ask those questions and demand
the answers whether Richard Nixon re-
signs or remains President.
