“I know of no more bomb-
shells,” he said. “I don’t think
there will be any.”

His comments came in re-
sponse to questions at a news
conference earlier today in Bal
Harbour before hé flew here
tonight.

Asked how evtensively the
President is keeping him briefed
on the Whte House strategy
on Watergate, Mr. Ford replied:
- “I think the President has
kept me very well informed.
I had "advance notices there
would be more press confer-
ences, I was informed there
would be greater cooperation,
I think good cooperation, as
far as the House Committee on
Judiciary is concerned.”
