Says Nixon ‘Correct’

new office—would be think-
ing about the general sub-
Ject of tax returns and tax
affairs,” Barth said.

Barth, who resigned from

the IRS last year and now is
with a Washington law firm,

-said he had never heard of a
. request ‘from theé White :

House to see tax returns of .
other presidents. '
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
