“I regret that such a list
was ever drawn up by mem-
bers of this administration,”

ciate your thoughtfulness in
writing .to. me as you did,
and Iffiope you will accept
my apologies and regrets for
the tro-q%ﬂe and embarass-
ment this has brought you.”
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
