Although they have ruled
that Mr. Nizon and lns wife
are not California residents|
for tax purposes, state tax offi-
cials decided the President did
have a tax liability for some
incomeé earned while in Cali-
fornia. The tax was figured on

and allowance based on the :

California, plus income from|,
rental property in Mr. Nixon’s
old homeotwn of Whittier.

The $39.17 penalty was for
failure to file a 1970 state in-
come tax return. Interest to-
taled $949.41 on ‘a back tax of
$3,907 in 1969 and $156.68 in
1970, officials said.
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
