Nixon looked “amazingly
well” and “certainly hasn't
lost his ability to joke.”

“He said he had nothing to
do with Watergate,” Ichord
recalled. “I remember one
time he said, *My God, I'm
not that stupid.”” .

The dinner cruise a p-
peared part of a new drive
to solidify Mr. Nixon’s sup-
port in_the House, where the
. Judiciary Committee voted

yesterday to serve the Pregi-
dent with two more subpoe-
nas for Watergate-related
material for its impeach-
ment inquiry.
