What follows are two excerpts from the text of the President’s Watergate
transcripts, which are labeled for convenience, A and B. In the actual text
itself, they appeared in sequence ever three pages (857-859) of the tran-
seript. That is to say, B immediately followed A. What makes them worthy

. of careful scrutiny is that A and B are in fact transcriptions of the same
fragment of conversation between the President and Assistant Attorney
General Henry Petersen, apparently made by two different transcribers.
Inadvertently, both were included in the final version made public. The
more conspicuous discrepancies have been italicized.
