- the messages are running
ten to one in favor of Kissin-
ger staying on. King said he
could not say how many let-
ters, telegrams and tele-
phone calls had been re--
ceived.

The outpouring was
prompted by Kissinger’s
threat to resign unless he i=
cleared of allegations that
he participated in “illegal or
shady activity’” in govern-
ment wiretapping of mem-
bers of his staff, some news-
men and other individuals.
