for *‘some word of sympathy
or encouragement from the
President or at least an ex-
pression of gratitude for his
12 years of unquestioning
loyalty.”

The Justice Department
late Friday ordered Kalm-
bach to report today to the
U.S. Marshal in Baltimore
to facilitate his appearance
as a witness before the

House Judiciary commxt'

tee’s presidential impeach-

ment hearings opening to-
morrow.
