No sniper was seen by po
lice or by a Secret Service
agent in a helicopter directly
over the motorcade, ‘although
a second helicopter immedi-
ately flew to the scene to as-
sist in the search.

A check of Bryan’s car, after
he completed the drive to the
‘World Trade Center where
Ford spoke later in the day,
showed no trace of a bullet.
