Some members of the Sen-
ate Watergate Committe said
yesterday President Nixon’s
“cover up”’ remark in the
‘House Judiciary Commit-:
tee’s version of the March

1 22, 1973, White House tape
was supported by testimony
they had previously heard.

Senator Sam J. Ervin Jr.
{Dem-N.C.). chairman of
the committee, said the tran-
script released by the Judl-
clary Committee was “in
perfact harmony with the
testimony we received,

which showed. that the same
pre51dent1a1 advisers met in
February in California about’
how to deal with the com-
mittee. :
“They concluded that they
would be publicly in favor of
the committee’s investiga-
tion, but would do every-.
thing ' they could to impede
and obstruct the investiga-
tion,” Ervin told reporters.

Mr. Nixon is quoted in the
Judiciary transecript as tell-
ing his associates: ‘I want

©you all to stomewall it, let
them .plead t he Fifth
Amendment, coxferq,}wup or -
anything else, if 1t Wisave it
— saye the plan.”

Senator Lowell P. Weicker
(Rep-Conn.), anoiher mem-
ber of the Watergate com-
mittee, said; “We expect the
_ President to lead in the

quest for the truth.”
