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Ford Agrees
Tapes Could
Leave Doubt

The vice plesxdené said that
on one occasion he listened to
‘tapes at the White House and
another time he listened else-
where, but he would not say!
where.

“I have, I think, read, heardi
or otherWlse abasolbed bhe var-
ious material that has been
submitted to the Judiciary
Cemmittee, There are some
d1fferpnces in the tr ansoupts »
said Ford. -

“But I've also h%tened to
several of those tapes where
there are these alleged discre-
pancies. If anybody can he 100 :
per cent certain that their,ver-
sion is any more accurate than
any other version; you would
have to be a genius.”
