From July to October of
1968, students and police
clashed almost daily in the
streets of the capital. On -
Oct. 2, 1968, Mexican troops
fired on a crowd, killing at
least 50 people.

Meanwhile, Socialist party
leader Jorge Cruickshank
Garcia charged that the CIA
has promoted subversion in
Mexico.
