WASHINGTON, July 19—Following

is the text of a transcript of a White

House tape of a meeting of April 19,
1971, involving Mr. Nixon and Richai
Kleindienst, then Deputy Attorney ¢ -
eral. The transcript was prepared for
the House Judiciary Committee by its
impeachment inquiry staff: ‘

PRESIDENT: Dick Kleindienst.

SECRETARY: Thank you, Mr. Presi-

dent.
