The House voted 348 to 40
yesterday to allow live tele-
vision and radio coverage
of the House Judiciary Com-
mittee’s impeachment de-
bate and vote.

The  final decision on
whether to allow live broad-
cast coverage was up to the
committee itself, and later it
too approved coverage, 31 to
f

The committee is to begin
debating articles of im-
peachment against P resi-
dent Nixon tomorrow, with a
final committee voteexpect-
ed by early next week,

The House approved a
rule permitting live broad-
cast coverage of all House
committee meetings. Oppo-
nents objected that it would
turn the impeachment pro-
ceedings into a circus.

. But proponents, including

Representative William 1.,
Hungate (Dem-Mo.), said
the historie proceeding must
be open for viewing by the
full nation.

“It's the public’s busi-
hess,” Hungate said, “and
we ought to let the public
in.”
